 OUTLINES 
 
 

The Internet has become essential for the exchange of  
information. Many user groups from different backgrounds and 
with different objectives depend on i t to perform their dai ly 
tasks. Various activit ies are carr ied out via the Internet : between 
companies (B2B), between businesses and consumers (B2C), or  
between individuals who create their own virtual communit ies. 
Moreover, many companies are interconnecting their IT systems, 
including SCADA (Supervisory Control And Data Acquisit ion) 
systems, directly or indirectly to the Internet . !At the same time, 
the use of the Internet is facing increasing r isks regarding 
privacy and security, in part icular due to vulnerabil i t ies induced 
by the increasing complexity of Internet- related applications. 
Therefore, new security mechanisms and techniques should be 
deployed to achieve an assurance level acceptable for cr it ical  
domains such as transpor tation, health, defense, banking, 
cr it ical infrastructures, etc. 

Attackers nowadays do not lack motivation and they are more 
and more experienced. The existence of vulnerabil i t ies 
encourages different kinds of at tackers to exploit them and gain 
access to personal computers or penetrate into IT systems 
belonging to companies or administrations. The attackers can 
be inquisit ive students, groups of pirates, cr iminal  
organizations, terrorists, or intell igence agents specialized in 
electronic war. To make mat ters worse, the at tacking tools are 
more and more easily available and accessible for  anybody. 

!In this context, dependability, security and privacy become a 
priority that should be addressed by all actors in research, 
industry, services and governments. 
CRiSIS addresses a large range of  issues, from the analysis of  
r isks, at tacks and vulnerabil i t ies to system survivabil i ty, passing 
through security policies and models, security mechanisms and 
privacy enhancing technologies. These issues wil l be studied 
from different view points: research results, practical  
experiment and deployment, applications and case studies, etc. 
!Different application domains are concerned: telemedicine, e-
government , e- learning, e- commerce, cr it ical infrastructures, 
etc.). !CRiSIS wil l be a forum for the participants to broaden 
professional contacts and for technical discussions on security 
and dependabil ity issues. The symposium also aims at  
establishing l iaisons to bodies in the global society, technical  
forums and international standards.
